At this time, the Board of Directors is yet to see any 
proposal from any team to host this historic event.  
While I as well as the board share in the members dis-
tress over the lack of a convention, no team or council 
has stepped up to the challenge to host this event.  We 
have had many individuals offer their assistance to a po-
tential organizer, but no potential host has come for-
ward.  With no team or council stepping forward, RE-
ACT International cannot step up and save the 50th An-
niversary Convention, only you the members and their 
respective Teams and Councils can do that.

Teams or Councils and get an event plan to the board of 
directors soon or it will be too late to act and there will 
be no anniversary celebration as one member has put it. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
On to annual renewal updates, as of the writing of this 
article, 59 of 155 Teams or 39% of the Teams have re-
newed.  Of the total members 567 of 607 or 93% Mem-
bers that are part of those teams have renewed for the 
upcoming year.  We have yet to receive 61% of the 
Team Renewals yet for 2012.  Remember that 2012 re-
newals sent in after January 31st, 2012 is considered late.  
Any renewal sent in after that time should include a $10 
late fee.   
 
Remember also that per REACT International Policy, 
any team that is not renewed by February 29th, 2012 is 
no longer considered a Team by REACT International.  
You may still and are encouraged to renew after that 
time, but a $20 late fee should be included with your re-
newal package if sent in after March 1st, 2012.

A Pa-
rade, and then a Fund Raiser Concert (which turned 
into the longest, non disaster, event in COR history). 
 
2011 brought many new events. The annual Oklaho-
ma City Memorial Marathon and the Chickasha 
òChicken Run,ó among others. Other events were re-
turn engagements such as the annual Red Bud Classic 
and the MWC Renaissance Run. 
 
As a result of the new events, and with the addition of 
advocate Amy Pepperman, one of the Chairpersons 
of the Memorial Run, the COR teamõs good reputa-
tion has increased. COR gained a sponsor and leads to 
other sponsors. Our membership doubled and possi-
bly more, as a result of events and other methods. 
 
COR started a newsletter to keep people better in-
formed of who we are and what we do. 
We had our share of tragedy also. We lost many peo-
ple important to our members. Parents, aunts, uncles, 
nephews, family friends and a son of a member, 
which was a young man with a goal to be a General.  
 
COR reached out to new areas and gained national 
attention with an internet interview. 
 
2011 is over, and the COR team was glad we were 
able to help so many. Here is to a better 2012, full of 
growth, and by the grace of God, less tragedy. 
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
